7. Health Requirements 

Travellers to Brazil require a yellow fever vaccination certification if you have been or have passed through any country with risk of yellow fever transmission, or going to areas outside of Manaus.  
Malaria is present in most forested areas below 900 m within the nine states of the “Amazonia” region and also occurs on the periphery of some large cities.  Malaria prevention is recommended for Manaus.

8. Hotel information

The currency in Brazil is the Brazilian Real/Reais (R$).  The current exchange rate as at 15 August 2012 is US $1.00 = R$2.00 and €1.00 = R$2.48.
