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Malaga is serviced by the Málaga-Costa del Sol International Airport which is approximately 8 km outside the city centre.  There are public buses available to the city centre.  There is an information and ticket counter at the arrivals hall (Terminal 3) where tickets can be purchased at the cost of €3.00 for a one-way ticket and the journey takes about 15 minutes.  Taxis are also available at the arrivals hall and cost between 17-25 Euros.
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7. Visa information 

Participants from most countries require a Schengen visa for entry into Spain are listed in Annex B below.  Participants are strongly advised to contact the nearest Spanish diplomatic or consular mission as soon as possible in order to secure the required entry visa in a timely manner, prior to departure.  Please note that airline companies will not allow boarding in the absence of a valid visa.

All participants must travel with a passport valid for at least 6 months from the date of entry into the country. The currency in Spain is the Euro (EUR or €).  The current exchange rate as at 26 March 2014 is US $1.00 = EUR 0.72; and EUR 1.00  = US $ 1.38 (rates are subject to change).
