Lessons Learned

But despite record-level of submissions many countries
submitted several months after the deadline:

e Late initiation of the preparation process

e Underestimate of the time required for internal
consultation and approval

e (Capacity development activities mostly organized after the
deadline

e Delays in receiving funding

e Greater amount and variety of information in the 4NR

e Good treatment of the state of biodiversity but limited
information on trends

e Information repeated from previous national reports
e Limited use of indicators

e Information mostly drawn from environment sector
e Lots of description but limited amount of analysis

e Few case studies to illustrate outcomes or impacts

e Sections not balanced

« Need for early planning, initiation and coordination
 Greater involvement of stakeholders and experts
« Draw on information outside the environment ministry
