Recent
declines in commercially and ecolog-
ically important fish stocks are an indi-
cation that something is amiss and that
maritime countries must cooperate to do
better. Canada recently hosted an expert
workshop to review criteria and classifi-
cation systems for identifying ecological-
ly sensitive marine ecosystems in need
of protection in areas beyond national

Canada is a northern nation, and many
of our country’s most ecologically sensi-
tive areas exist in our remote arctic re-
gions. Our government has made envi-
ronmental protection a pillar of Canada’s
new Northern Strategy and, to that end,
we are actively working with other arctic
nations to conserve arctic flora and fau-
na in the face of increasing development
and a changing climate.
