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The issue of benefit sharing has not been treated equally in the country as such access, where the country has spent a decade of experience. Failure to develop, but the topic is included in the Biodiversity Act, the ENB and the General Standards for Elements and Access to Genetic and Biochemical Resources of Biodiversity which establishes the obligation to pay up to 50% of the royalties interested in obtaining the favor of the resource owner for which CONAGEBIO is responsible.

In the country have given some examples of distribution of royalties, particularly INBio has had experience in the subject for several years, acting under the current legal framework and to conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity. So far it has been developed product royalties, small but significant (http://www.inbio.ac.cr).

The National Commission for Biodiversity Management, CONAGEBIO, began operations in 2002 budget. This committee is responsible for granting permits for access to genetic resources under the principles of CBD, was created by Law on Biodiversity, is also the focal point of the issue of genetic resources to the CBD. Has a regulation that regulates access to genetic resources and have now been awarded about 60 licenses, both in situ and ex situ in condition, basic research and bioprospecting.

Costa Rica is still provider of genetic resources of biodiversity and has a legal framework and CONAGEBIO as a national authority for national regulation of access to genetic resources of biodiversity.
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
