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The Government of Cape Verde has allocated the amount of 13.937.564 American dollars in 2006, for the Protection and Conservation of the Environment Program.

The country has recently drafted a major program, PANA II, which covers the 2004-2014 period. This program shall be the basis for work activities. It encourages the sectors directly or indirectly involved in environmental issues to harmonize their development policies thus ensuring a healthy environment. This Second Environmental Action Plan is financed by the government of the Netherlands. It has encouraged the setting of priorities of environment issues at all spheres of activities.
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2.2.3. Financial resources allocated to national and international activities prioritaires.

According to the Triennial Public Investment Programme (PTIP 2008-2010), financial resources mobilized for the rural sector (agriculture, livestock, environment and water) are provided at the height of FCFA 129.901000.000 (Ministry of Economy and plan, December 2008).

In terms of development projects related to the Ministry of Economy and Planning, the resources for this sector are 1.58 billion CFA or 1%

Develop a sustainable de-financing mechanism for biodiversity conservation and management of national protected areas and transboundary

- Establishment of a functional mechanism for sustainable financing of protected areas (NP Zakouma Sena and Oura)
