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THE BUDGET IN BIODIVERSITY.

7.1 The environmental budget.

Chile since 1998 has been an accounting of the economic resources that the country as a whole spends a year in solving environmental problems. This is called the environmental budget and summarized in the following table which shows the environmental expenditure flows and investment to appreciate in the latter year an environmental expenditure for 2002 reaching a total value of $ 174,188 million, while the 2003, calculated an environmental budget estimated at a value of $ 126,915 million (provisional).

Public spending is observed in environmental issues separately in environmental investment and current expenditure. It also shows that investment has declined significantly more than current spending and the budget as a whole fell by one percentage point environmental public spendingfour years as a result of the adjustments of the economic crisis that hit the country in those years.Phenomenon is expected to revert to the improvement of economic merit.

7.2 The investment in natural resources and biodiversity.

Of the total public expenditure on environmental budget, we can estimate spending on renewable natural resource issues and biodiversity in approximately $ 35,208 million for 2002 and $ 25,390for 2003, representing a 20.21% and a 20.01% respectively of total environmental expenditure.

7.3 sources of funding.

The sources of funding were identified are as follows:

CONICYT: National Commission for Scientific and Technological Research, provides resources for basic and applied research on biodiversity.

FIA: Agricultural Research Fund, provides financial resources for the development of genetic resources and domestication.

FONTEC: National Fund for Technology and Production, belonging to (CORFO) Corporation forProduction Development, supports the development of innovative technologies that incorporatethe concepts of sustainability in the use of biodiversity.

FONDAP: Special Fund CONICYT for creating specialized centers, among which are incorporated biodiversity issues.

FIP: Fisheries Research Fund, which provides resources for studies of biomass and marineaquatic resource sustainability.

FAC: CONAMA Environmental Fund, which also supports efforts to protect biodiversity.

FA: Americas Fund supports initiatives of NGOs among which incorporates biodiversity.

FSAG: SAG Fund, the Agricultural and Livestock Service, has a grant fund that incorporatesbiodiversity issues.

FNDR: National Fund for Regional Development, national resources, managed by the regions, which funds numerous projects, among which are some related to biodiversity.

CONAF: Institution responsible for administering the subsidy for afforestation, which is incorporated in the restoration with native forest, with a bonus of up to 90%.

CONAMA: Supported with funds from its budget and international funds to various institutions to develop projects related to biodiversity.
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There exists today a detailed breakdown of how much they invest various public services withsubject matter jurisdiction in actions for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity. As part of the process of implementing the National Biodiversity Strategy, a public committee was formed consisting of 39 institutions, which helped design the Country Action Plan, and isdetermining the funding contributed by each member agency of the Committee for implement the Plan.

It has hired a consultant to support this task, which is expected to determine in detail thespending on matters relating to biodiversity.
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i) Finance

The Ministry of Finance is responsible for drafting the national budget through the Budget. The environmental variable is incorporated through the allocation of resources for the Protection of Natural Resources and Pollution Control.

In this regard, the 2009 Budget, provides resources for the protection of the environment-through CONAMA-by 19,870 million pesos (approximately U.S. $ 38 million), which is a real increase of 9.5% over 2008. Of this total, 2.326 million pesos, approximately U.S. $ 4.5 million,is allocated to the program Prevention and Control of Pollution, representing an increase of 22.5% over 2008.

In relation to this issue, according to a recent study, using as a benchmark the provision of ecosystem services in protected areas of Chile, it is estimated that they amount to U.S. $ 2,551million. This figure contrasts with the budget allocated to CONAMA added to the $ seven millionCONAF available for managing protected areas.

Further emphasizes the allocation of 1,713 million pesos, approximately U.S. $ 3.3 million, for transfer to the National Center for the Environment, under the 2008-2010 plan, with thecollaboration of the International Cooperation Agency (JICA) Japan, seeks to transform this institution into a National Reference Center for environmental, capable of delivering the Statetechnical and scientific support in the creation of standards, norms and protocols required for proper environmental management.
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
