Comoros reported
 on financial barriers: Comoros are among the poorest countries whose national priorities are far from funding the implementation of the biodiversity strategy and action plan. Several initiatives for the conservation of biodiversity are trapped by the lack of financial resources due to the lack of structures to mobilize financial resources.
Improving the financial framework requires:

· Establish an operational structure for mobilizing financial resources
· Develop a strategy for resource mobilization at the local level through the state budget , multilateral and bilateral cooperation to finance measures in the NAPs
· - Establish a sustainable funding system (development of business plan, environmental trust fund ... )
· Implement new systems and sustainable financing mechanisms and operationalization of existing systems such as environmental funds.

Objective 11.1 . New and additional financial resources transferred to developing country Parties to the CBD , to enable them to effectively carry out the implementation of their obligations under the CBD , in accordance with Article 20.
Progress towards achieving the goal :

The indicators used to measure progress: Policy documents , project reports.
Obstacles: No team formed in resource mobilization and negotiations; Limited partners and donors present in the country number.
Additional sectoral support
Comoros reported
 that integration is primarily addressed by examining the level of contribution and participation of sectors besides the environment, such as agriculture, animal husbandry, education, health, rural development, fisheries, mining, tourism, finance and trade. It is analyzed in relation to other national strategies and programs and sub-national, including the strategy document poverty reduction, the national action plan to achieve the Millennium Development Goals.
