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The expenses included in this study are those relating to the improvement of agricultural production techniques, better knowledge and environmental conservation, preservation and management of natural forests (including reforestation projects), control of population growth and protected areas.

The B.S.I.E. of 1997 shows the estimates (budget entries) by the government in development projects. Actual expenditures are often different from the estimates included in the BSIE earlier this year. The scheduling of S.A.C.O. and counts of C.A.A. indicate more precisely the actual expenditure of the year.

In 1997, 16.84 billion CFA francs have been spent for the preservation of biodiversity in Côte d'Ivoire for projects funded by the BSIE and bilateral and multilateral aid.

The participation of the State of Côte d'Ivoire to these expenditures amounted to 6.48 billion CFA francs (38%). This amount was less than 2% of total expenditure under the BSIE (343.38 billion)this year. More than half (51%) of the funds, 3.3 billion CFA francs, was used under the management of sites and species. About 30% of total funding, two (2) billion CFA francs, went to education. Protected areas, forestry and animal husbandry are the resources that have most benefited from these funds. Indeed, they were respectively 1.4 billion, 1.2 billion and 1 billionFCFA.

The State of Côte d'Ivoire has participated to the tune of 750 million CFA francs on the 1.9 billionallocated to national parks and reserves in 1995. The remaining funding came from the KFW (to538.25 million CFA francs) and the European Union (600 million CFA francs). In addition to these financial efforts, the state has ensured the presence on the sites of 352 agents of Water and Forests.
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
