 Projects (1998)
Equatorial Guinea has in relative terms a very important technical assistance. The portfolio of projects in execution is equivalent to approximately twice the GDP. They are, however, very few projects dedicated solely to environmental issues in general and biodiversity in particular.

In this sense we can classify the identified projects in Equatorial Guinea in two groups:
1) Projects directly related to biodiversity and other resources and trained indirectly related.
The distinction is necessary because of the multidisciplinary and multisectoral nature of the topic at hand. However, the complexity and interconnectedness of the various aspects of biodiversity, such divisions do always conventional, in the absence of a clear demarcation between one group and others. The first group consists of small projects that have the largest component of the performance objectives and achieve goals directly related to the protection of biodiversity, including the sound management of resources, projects, for example nature conservation.

2) The other group consists of those projects that, more or less indirectly related to biodiversity. Also included are all projects of exploitation of natural resources either agricultural, livestock, forestry, etc.. example is the rural development plans submitted to the extent that tend to stabilize shifting cultivation and create new eating habits, their relationship with the conservation of biological resources is clear.
Both the group of projects directly related to biodiversity, such as those indirectly related ministries are grouped according to their caregivers.
In turn, within each Ministry, are distinguished according to their state projects are located in:
-PERFORMANCE, considered running from the signing of their agreement
Underway-FINANCED: with donor but not yet awarded.
Underway, WITHOUT FUNDING: with or without a defined budget, but so far without the funding agency.
Grouping the projects directly related to biological diversity and resources according to identified problems in Equatorial Guinea, shows that the current investment in these issues reached:
