Biodiversity Spending in Madagascar
2005 Reporting

Madagascar
 reported that budget allocations are voted annually, depending on the annual external funding. In 2005, the allocation amounted to 8,285,127,800 MGA (1 USD = $ 1 854). Among the programs are those allocated significant funding through the Environmental Program - Phase 3 concerning sustainable management of biodiversity. Madagascar receives funding from the GEF, managed by the World Bank and UNDP. In addition, the country also benefits from GEF funds, MSP and Small Grant. The GEF allocates EP III grant funding totaling $13.5 million US, including US$ 4.5 million, managed by UNDP and the rest by the World Bank. In addition, the creation of the Foundation for Protected Areas Management and Biodiversity in Madagascar (FAPBM), a mechanism for financial sustainability is developed. The goal is to reach 50 million USD in 2008. (The source of information is the Finance Act 2005 and the Environmental Programme).

2009 Reporting

Madagascar
 reported that a monitoring system of financial support is in place and functioning, especially for monitoring of public spending through the General Coordination of Projects and Administration and Finance. It covers six priority sectors, namely Agriculture / Livestock / Fisheries, Environment, Health, Education, Justice, public works and transport. Efforts to implement the Convention continue in the country, with financial support from several funding partners. A large majority of these funds are part of the Environmental Program - Phase 3. Despite the coordination efforts of the Government, there are still gaps in the data for funding certain projects in the country.
