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8. BUDGET

As noted above, the Action Plan consists of a set of actions grouped into programs and projects, characterized and described succinctly in the MSDS. These outlines roughly the logical framework of each program and / or project identified. On this basis, it would be risky to draw up a detailed budget as requested in the canvas. Also, it is necessary to avoid presenting a budget inadequate for a proper implementation of planned actions.

Each project and / or selected program will be developed and detailed by a feasibility study and appraisal. Will be called for international cooperation on a technical level but also and especially financially.
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* From 1995 the date of ratification of the Convention on Biological Diversity by Niger in 2002, the budgetary allocation for sectors related to biodiversity (Agriculture, Livestock, Wildlife and Forestry) is estimated at 241 631 822 000 FCFA . These figures are not comprehensive and distribution in bi and multilateral levels. However, in the context of the revision of the PRS, a study of investment performance (2001-2004) is being validated. It appears from this study preliminary figures as follows:

- Investment of state: 107 828 000 000 FCFA

- Multilateral donors: 687 878 257 140 FCFA

- Bilateral donors: 5,111,554,735 FCFA

- Communities and beneficiaries: 4,072,473,552 FCFA
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2.2.3. National and international financial resources allocated to priority activities.

For the period from 2005 to 2007, the funds used for the rural sector (agriculture, livestock, forestry, wildlife and water) were 144 765 411 000 FCFA (Ministry of Economy and Finance, 2005-2007).

At the level of civil society, the financial resources mobilized for the period from 2004 to 2008 through sixteen (16) projects submitted to the Small Grants Programme amounted to approximately 588 829 USD 294 414 500 FCFA (Ministry of Economy and Finance, 2005-2007).
