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• The national budget allocated to SEAM 0.28% of its total. In addition to this low percentage in 2002, there is a delay in implementing the budget, which hinders the development of the planned activities for the year.
• There is a significant investment in international cooperation on environmental issues, which in 1999 reached a total of 2.5%. Notably Paraguay officially part of the Global Environment Fund since 1995, and advances in access to the Fund are reflected in several other projects under implementation and submitted to the GEF through UNDP and the World Bank.
• Specifically, SEAM is currently implementing the following projects with funding from the GEF / UNDP: "Paraguayan Initiative for the Protection of Wilderness Areas" for a value of USD 8.9 million. The project duration is 5 years in line with Article 9 of the Convention on Biological Diversity. "National Strategy and Action Plan for the Conservation of Biodiversity", with a value of $ 136,000 meets the stipulations of Article 6 of the Convention on Biological Diversity.
• The STP has data destined for the International Cooperation Sector Natural Resources (1999, 2.5% of total). On the other hand, in the State Budget (2002) shows the percentage assigned to the SEAM (0.28%).
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
