Rwanda
 reported that budgetary allocations by national and local governments and various ministries are very small amount because of budget constraints and the place of the implementation of the Convention in relation to other national priorities of a country directly out of the tragedy of the 1994 genocide. The allocation of 5% of revenue due to tourism activities in development programs in local communities living around protected areas.

1. National budget revisions still occur each year for various sectors including the environment.

2. The government effort is embodied in a significant increase in funding for the Community Development Fund (CDF), which must allocate 5% to forest management.

For the implementation of Article 20, the internal and external financial resources have an impact in the start up and run projects aimed at environmental protection in general. The country's participation remains very low due to budget constraints. However, efforts are being made to build capacity and develop human resources to develop Rwandan capacity in all areas of the environment such as environmental impact assessment, management of forest ecosystems and wetlands.
