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2.6. Information about the national financial resources and / or international resources to priority activities

As part of the implementation of the Convention on Biological Diversity and the implementation of other conservation activities, the State of Senegal and its partners have mobilized significant financial resources. The table below shows the amounts of some projects and programs whose performance contributes to achieving the objectives of the Convention.

Table 12: Financial resources for projects and programs

Apart from its financial participation in projects and conservation programs, the State of Senegal has strengthened the capacity of the Ministry for the Environment and Nature Protection. From 2003 to 2007, the Department received a total volume of financial resources amounting to more than 136 billion CFA francs (MEPN, 2010), an average of 23 billion CFA francs. These budgets are aware a general upward trend with an annual growth rate of 15%. These funds are distributed, on average, 77% investment and 23% of operation.
