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d) The subsidy schemes for the protection of the countryside and forests
Sections 33 to 35 of the Act in question is the basis for the Grand-Ducal regulations include:
· The Grand Ducal Regulation of 22 October 1990 on aid for the improvement of the natural environment
· The Grand Ducal Regulation of 10 October 1995 on aid for forestry measures in agriculture and forestry
e) The criminalization of environmental crimes
The Law for the Protection of Nature provides for fines in case of financial crimes.
b) Green plans. The biotope mapping is the basis of green plans, also established at the municipal level. These plans are voluntary instruments that establish proposals for maintenance, improvement and revitalization of the natural and specific biotopes. The Ministry of Environment supports common for projects to develop these plans by a participation fee of around 50%. Fifty municipalities have already made the development of such a green plan, which will enable them to conduct a targeted management of their natural heritage.
c) Work to implement the plan Green and mapping of biotopes. The work of implementing the plan are green or inter-communal level. The pilot phase launched in 1992, just ended in 1995, with a marked success. The Ministry of Environment also supports the joint implementation of these green plans and co-payments to the occurrence of 50%. The initiative of launching such a project should be made by the municipality.
e) Financial contributions. Each year, financial contributions are granted
· For research, development and protection of the natural environment (about 8 Million annual flow).
· NGOs to support their work (inventories, management measures, awareness), in particular through agreements (about 20 million streams)
· For extensification measures on the farm (since 1996, Nature Program 2000), (about 6 million annual flow)
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6.1. Creation of a multiyear research program “biodiversity / natural resources” within the National Fund for Research.
From 2009, the National Fund for Research offers a new area of research entitled Understanding Ecosystems and Biodiversity endowed with € 500,000. The focus is on the following research points (www.fnr.lu):
· Evaluation of biodiversity / monitoring
· Understanding of the ecosystem functioning (Including population, impact of climate change, human-nature interaction, etc.).
· Management and Conservation (restoration ecology, sustainable management of resources, management of human interactions Biodiversity, public awareness)
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
