The 1997 first national report
 indicated insignificant funding for biodiversity.  In 1996, only 1.4 percent of external cooperation went directly to environmental projects and 0.25 percent specifically for biodiversity.  However, Spain supported several initiatives, including cooperation strategy with indigenous people and the Biotrade.  The Araucaria Programme was designed to support conservation of biodiversity in Ibero-america, including in-situ conservation, local human development and organizational/institutional strengthening.  The third national report mentioned Spanish cooperation plan for 2005-2008, Azahar and Araucaria Programmes of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mediterranean cooperation center of IUCN, and international cooperation programme on national parks.
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
