Ghana’s planning document
 indicated that with the integration of biodiversity activities into sectoral plans a programmes, funding for the implementation of the Plan will be expected to be primarily from the respective sectors. However, it should be possible to seek additional funding mechanisms to support these budgetary allocations. At the national level, fees from visits to national parks as well as bio-prospecting activities could be sources of funding. A Biodiversity Trust Fund will also be established to be managed by the National Biodiversity Committee for specific activities in the area of conservation and sustainable utilization of the country's biological resources. At the international level, the Global Environment Facility (GEF), which is the funding mechanism for the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), will continue to serve as a principal source of funds for activities which have international implications. Multilateral and other international financial institutions, donor countries and non-governmental organizations have created windows for direct funding of biological diversity activities. The private sector, as the major user of the country's biological resources, will be encouraged to contribute to the various conservation and sustainable use programmes.
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
