The national biodiversity strategy and action plan
 provided an assessment of funding sources and amount for related actions of environmental sectors, mainly from foreign institutions, including coastal planning, Biosphere Reserve Bolama-Bijagos, rational use of forest heritage, Orango and Cacheu National Park, and Center for Environmental Law. The Government decided to include this sector in the State Budget. Resources that come from the use and value of biodiversity resources were very weakly reused in the sector, although for example, the use in the forest fund was defined in art. 6, 7 and 8 of the Forestry Law. 
The document touched upon actions, timelines and financial means, and suggested under the heading “The Budget”: estimate the budget for the Action Plan, noting the funds for operating costs, transportation, activities, terrain, etc.., and list the human resources needs by category or profile and experience, facilities and services required and possible technical and financial cooperation.
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
