Kenya’s planning document
 had a section on financial resources. Substantial investments are required to address the enormous threats and challenges to the conservation of biodiversity in Kenya. The field of biodiversity involves very many stakeholder groups from all sectors of society which must be involved in drawing up plans and availing funds for their subsequent implementation. Government's budget resources are rarely adequate to meet recurrent costs of financing even the key development sectors, and are generally inadequate for biodiversity conservation needs. Donor funding has its limitations and constraints.  The major issue therefore is inadequate financial resources, and the following strategies are proposed to improve the situation:

· Mobilize adequate and sustainable funding by increasing budgetary allocations to the relevant ministries, negotiating project support from bilateral, multilateral and other international donors

· Mobilize financial support from the private sector and other stakeholders.

· Empower the Inter-Ministerial Committee on Environment Sub-committee on biodiversity to establish a national biodiversity trust fund by encouraging voluntary donations from well-wishers and negotiating levies on corporate users of biodiversity resources.
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
