Mozambique’s planning document
 had a section on financing and indicative budget.  The success of the implementation of the National Strategy for the Conservation of Biological Diversity depends on additional financing. The government, via the Biodiversity Unity, should channel the request for funding to the private sector, NGOs and international agencies (e.g. GEF) and create incentive and disincentive mechanisms, among other financing strategies to be defined by the Unit. For the channelling of funds, the actions indicated in the action plans and priorities must be translated into specific projects and programmes which will be later submitted to state institutions and donating and cooperating institutions.
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
