Philippines’ planning document
 contained programs, projects and activities under each strategy, with a table of preliminary estimates of the cost and duration of each project.  Most activities are assumed to be part of the regular activities of concerned agencies, hence have no estimated cost.  The costs of the projects range from a low of US$25,000 to a high of US$12.5 million. The total cost of the NBSAP is estimated at US$92.213 million.  The estimation of the unmet future financial requirement of the action plan requires information on the biodiversity-related plans and committed funds of the government and non-government sectors, which were not available. 

Philippines undertook an extensive process of prioritization
 for its national biodiversity strategy and action plan. The process included: preparing for the national workshop (planning, gathering data, regional consultations, establishing preliminary criteria for priority-setting), national workshop, establishing scoring method for each thematic group, mapping the priority areas (associating data, deriving thematic maps of priority areas, deriving integrated, regional maps of priority areas, deriving final, comprehensive maps of priority, reviewing and refining workshop outcomes).
