Romania’s planning document
 had a paragraph on financial resources for biodiversity conservation. Financial resources for biodiversity conservation (up to the year 2000) will come in part from the budget of the Ministry of Water, Forests, and Environmental Protection and in part from the public and private sector organizations that manage and use natural resources for economic activities. In the second stage, it is hoped to obtain additional funds from the local communities and other parties. Further possibilities include possibly retaining a small percentage of profits from the use of natural resources to be used for conservation activities. Similarly, regulations will be needed to raise additional funds for supporting the actions of conservation from local communities and firms which are willing to participate. Through special regulations a system of economic incentives and penalties for biological diversity conservation will be elaborated.
