 considered financing under several themes, including: establish and mobilize contributions to trust funds; connect with financial institutions for favorable credit schemes for artisanal fishermen; develop mechanism for aquatic biodiversity project co-ordination, monitoring and evaluation of projects, which are funded by government, foreign investors and donors; develop strategies and mechanisms to obtain funding to meet investment costs for diversification; encourage the involvement of donors and conservation agencies to support conservation biological resources (identify potential donors, hold meetings with potential donors, avail policy implementation programmes/strategies to donors); provide public information on the economics of investing in Biodiversity resources; develop mechanism for technological and financial co-operation to enhance the capacity for sustainable utilization and management of terrestrial biodiversity.
