Road Tolls

Road tolls can be put in place for special scenic drives located in or near PAs. For example, Florida charges a US$3 toll to all motorists on a highway called "Alligator Alley," just north of the Everglades National Park, where it is often possible to see alligators from the road. This toll raises US$60 million annually, all of which is earmarked for conservation of the greater Everglades ecosystem.

Hotel Room Taxes

10% of the money raised by the state of Delaware's 8% tax on hotel rooms is earmarked (by law) to finance the state’s “Beach Preservation Program.”

Taxes on Hunting, Fishing and Other Recreational Equipment

The US federal government imposes an 11% excise tax on all sales of hunting weapons and ammunition, which now generates more than US$300 million each year. Half of this amount is used to finance the US Wildlife Restoration Fund. There is a similar 10% US federal excise tax on sales of sport fishing equipment and motorboat fuel, which is used to finance the US Aquatic Resources Trust Fund.
