VIII/28 Assessment of environmental impact

In the Green Zone, the Minister having Environment in his duties is authorized to prescribe the applicant a permit assessment of the effects on the natural environment for any development or work falling within the scope of Articles 5, 6, 7, 8 and 11 of the amended law of 19 January 2004 on the protection of nature and natural resources and that because of its size, its characteristics, its operations and its location, is likely to prejudice the beauty and character of the landscape or create a hazard to the conservation of soil, subsoil, water, air, flora, fauna or natural environment in general. That includes in particular:
· agricultural buildings;
· buildings used for a public purpose;
· transportation facilities;
· communication facilities and telecommunication;

· production facilities for renewable energy;
· lines of energy, liquid or gas;
· the opening of mines, quarries, gravel pits or quarries;
· the consolidation of banks;
· recovery beds of rivers;
· the unloading facility;
· the development of deposits and deposits of industrial materials.
Any plan or project likely to affect a protected area should automatically be subject to an assessment of environmental impacts.
The disclosures in this impact assessment may include:
· a description of the land or structure containing information about the site, design, operation and size of the organization or structure;
· a description and assessment of the value of habitats in the initial situation (before the commencement of work);
· identification and assessment of adverse effects that the development or the work may have on the natural environment, including the items specified in Article 1;
· a description of measures envisaged to prevent and reduce the negative effects that the construction or work is likely to have on the natural environment;
· an outline of the main alternatives that were considered by the applicant for authorization and an indication of the main reasons for his choice, given the effects on the natural environment;
· a description and assessment of the value of habitats in the final position (after completion);
· a description of the nature, scope and planning time compensatory measures required.
A national environmental compensation is currently being developed for a standardized assessment of impacts on the diversity and more accurate determination compensatory measures to be implemented.
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
