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The Law for Private Investment To Develop Economic Activities on State Owned Lands and Land belonging to Indigenous Communities (Law 26505) and its Regulations (D.S. 11-97-AG).

This law and its regulations have several outstanding points on the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity, such as the incorporation of the concept of an protected ecological zone in the rain forest placing a particular emphasis on the subject of its sustainable use. In addition to the above, the law clearly indicates that as of its enforcement, all protected land and river beds, shores and marginal stretches of rivers, streams, lakes, shall no longer be recognized as uncultivated land or be classified as such. As a result, these lands can no longer be auctioned just because they are not being actively used for agricultural or livestock purposes.
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
