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Saudi Arabia provides up to 4% of its GNP as official development assistance to developing countries. There are no extraneous conditions attached to such assistance and hence this is considered as high quality assistance by the recipient countries. A significant part of this aid is earmarked for biodiversity-related projects which are likely to make an impact in the sustainable management of biodiversity.
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
