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Various Fund, established to implement the national policy of environmental protection and sustainable development, are asked to fund these programs and projects. These are the following Funds:

· National Fund Regulatory and Development Fund (FNRDA);

· Fund for the fight against desertification and the development of pastoralism and steppe (FLDDPS);

· Fund for environmental and pollution control (FEDEP);

· Special Development Fund of the southern regions (FSDRS);

· National Fund for coastal protection and coastal areas;

· Special Fund for Economic Development in the highlands (FSDEHP);

· Rural Development Fund (FDRMVTC);

· National Fund for the development of fisheries and aquaculture (FNDPA);

· National Fund for Regional Planning and Sustainable Development (FNAT-DD).

Some of these funds were actually provided financial support to the implementation of actions for the conservation of biological diversity. As follows:

· The National Fund for Agricultural and Rural Development has granted aid to certain products such as the rustic tree (olive, fig, almond, pistachio, ...), organic farming, breeding sheep, goats and camels, to beekeeping ...

· The Fund for the Fight against Desertification and Development of Pastoralism has funded operations for the protection and enhancement of natural environments, flora, fauna.

· The Fund for Rural Development  funded projects in areas near steppe and the Sahara.

· The Fund for the Fight against Desertification and Development of the Steppe Pastoralism and provided grants for the financing of actions for the preservation and regeneration of the steppe, organization of pastoralism, improvement and enhancement of livestock products in the steppe.

3.3.1. Financing instruments provided for the preservation of biodiversity

Funds established in connection with the financing of actions related to the preservation of biodiversity are:

· Fund the fight against desertification;

· National Fund for Restructuring and Development of Agriculture;

· Fund for the Environment and Pollution. The fund has already begun funding, in a first bid of 100 research projects on the conservation of biodiversity, coastal management, water resources, air pollution and environmental education and in a second tender for 45 research projects on bioremediation and biopreservation ecosystems; a third tender on climate change is about to be launched;

· Fund for the coast;

The PAT programs are operational, many directly related to the specific guidelines of SNAT. Assistance mechanisms and incentives exist. The many funding mechanisms directly affect land use and development of economic activities such as agriculture, forestry and others. The Law of Land December 12, 2001 provides for financial aid and grants. To this end we note the Fund in connection with the PAT:

· The Special Fund for Economic Development and Southern Highlands

· The Rural Development Fund for the Development of the land by concession.

· Fund the fight against desertification and the development of pastoralism and steppe.

· The Social Fund for Development.

· The Fund for natural disasters and major technological risks.

Contracts for Regional Development (CDT) are required by law to Town and Country Planning (section 5) devoted to instruments of the partnership planning, but these were never implemented. The development contract is an agreement involving the State and one or more local authorities, and one or more agents and business partners in projects and programs defined from blueprints and plans, for fixed . This legislation is fully in line with the SNAT including that of the gradual establishment of a partnership approach in developing implementation of national policy planning and land development in the spirit of compliance with international conventions, particularly that relating to the CBD. Human resources are there, the financial resources have been mobilized and development potentials exist, the problem is to create conditions for integration. This will be decided mainly on the ground, according to the national framework in line for an effective implementation of policies necessary for the implementation of commitments made in the program of national development in the spirit of nature conservation.

3.3.2. Financing instruments planned for the areas of Agriculture and Forestry

Of the institutional, organizational and funding have been implemented by the State to ensure an effective enforcement to sustainable agricultural development for the rehabilitation and conservation of biodiversity in different ecosystems. Biodiversity considerations are integrated into several sectoral strategies such as the National Strategy for Sustainable Agricultural Development and the National Strategy for the Environment and Sustainable Development, and finally, since 2008 the strategy of the revival of the economy agricultural and rural renewal in 2015. These strategies are realized in various development plans that are actually specific budgets allocated through intersectoral action, namely:

· National Plan for Agricultural and Rural Development;

· National Plan on forest development;

· National Reforestation Plan (NRP, 2000);

· National Development Plan's hunting heritage;

· National Action Plan to fight against desertification;

· Action plan for conservation of biological diversity.

The policy of the revival of the agricultural economy and rural renewal recently set implemented by the MARD is an integrated agricultural and rural development and sustainable food security by placing the center of its concerns while aiming balanced revitalization of rural areas. Program Support to Rural Renewal is needed first in terms of demographic [the rural population at the end of 2005 was up compared with 1998, although its percentage compared to that of the urban population declines slightly , 13.3 million at the end of 2005 (40%) against 12.2 million in 1998 (42%)], then in terms of space and security (979 on the 1541 rural communes) and finally in terms of future (70% of the rural population are under 30 years).

Population dynamics experienced by the rural world in recent decades has led on the one hand, a concentration of populations in some areas and urbanized clusters (North, urban peripheries of towns) and, secondly, the marginalization of rural areas. If the rural population is actually declining (as a percentage of the total population), it remains strong. To this end, several actions have been included and supported by various public funds created for this purpose, we note the following funds:

· FDRMVTC: Rural Development Fund and the development of land by the concession and to the benefit of households and communities.

· FNRPA: National Fund for the regulation of agricultural production.

· FNDIA: National Fund for Support to agricultural investment.

· The Fund for the mountain.

All these funds are aimed at:

· Diversification of economic activities

· Protection and enhancement of natural resources: forests, steppes, oases, mountains, coastal farmland

· Supporting the development of local genetic resources.

The approach adopted for the protection and enhancement of natural resources in the policy framework for agriculture and rural development was based on the following:

· Protection, extension and development of forest resources

· The fight against desertification.

· Treatment watershed (Mountain Ecosystems)

· Protection of fauna and flora.

· Development of forest products and alfatiers.

· Improving the living standards of local residents.

· Job creation in rural areas.

· Promotion of activities dealing with the valuation of agricultural products.

· Supporting the development of local genetic resources.

These requirements have resulted in a set of laws regulating the activities tending to affect biodiversity. In terms of implementation of these guidelines in the field, it should be noted:

· The integration of local organic produce in devices for public aid (FNRPA and FNDIA).

· The reorientation of the pilot farms to development, conservation and dissemination of local genetic resources.

· The consolidation of the missions of technical institutes for the integration of conservation needs of the local biological material.

· The establishment of the Committee on Geographical Indications: Protection and Integration local agricultural taxa in the process of agricultural development for some taxa.

· Finally, we must mention the project related to the participatory management of genetic resources of the date palm in the oases of the Maghreb. The project aims to limit the genetic erosion of date palm cultivars Maghreb to improve the economic situation of oasis ecosystems (GEF Project).
Fonds National de l’Environnement (FNE), Fonds National de Développement Agricole (FNDA), Fonds National de la Maîtrise de l’Energie, Fonds de Régulation des Recettes
The land planning and environment ministry provides, through the environment and de-pollution fund, certain biodiversity conservation projects. 
Fonds de l’Environnement et de Dépollution (NR3)

L’option de base définie, intègre la gestion de la diversité biologique dans les plans de développement socioéconomiques nationaux. Son financement suit cette démarche. La source principale de financement est l’Etat. Il oriente l’utilisation de ses crédits vers une plus grande efficacité biologique. Le Ministère de l’aménagement du territoire et de l’environnement et à travers le Fonds de l’Environnement et de Dépollution a subventionné certains projets ayant trait à la conservation de la diversité biologique à titre d’exemple une enveloppe de 50 millions de DA donné à la wilaya d’Adrar pour aménager la zone protégée de tinerkouk. 
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
