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A National Conservation Fund be established for biodiversity conservation (Goal 1, 2, 3, 11): Legislation has been created to establish a protected area fund and is before the GOB for approval.  It is scheduled to be decided on before the end of 2010.  The Wildlife Conservation and Trade Act allows for the establishment of a conservation fund to be drawn from monies accrued from fines and fees but, it has to be implemented. The Sustainable Finance Plan for the National Protected Area System was completed in June 2008 and recommends that a Protected Areas Trust Fund be established and administered by a professional Trustee, such as The Bank of Bahamas Trust Company.  The proposed Master Plan and Funding Mechanisms have been presented to the GOB for approval, optimistically before the end of 2010.
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
