The Ministry of Environment and Tourism (MET) recognises that the contribution from the national budgetary process is inadequate to support the full protection of the biological diversity within the country.  It has however been able to secure an annual increase in the budgetary allocations from the Ministry of Finance.

Recognising that international donors are responsible for a significant part of the investment in conservation, the MET has taken the bold and imaginative step to establish the Environmental Investment Fund (EIF) of Namibia.  It is intended that the EIF will not only reduce the dependence on donor funding but also become the long-term mechanism for financing environmental and natural resource protection in Namibia.  The EIF Bill has been passed into law by the Parliament of Namibia and it is now in the process of establishment.  The law authorises the EIF to raise financial resources from levies imposed on users of natural resources as well as foreign tourists and other sources within Namibia.  Funds will also be raised from foreign sources.  Endowments will be established and the proceeds from these investments used to finance the conservation of biological diversity among other things. 

Within the non-governmental sector, organisations such as the Namibia Nature Foundation have been accessing resources from within and outside of Namibia and distribute these resources through small grants to organisations involved in the conservation of biological diversity.

Environmental Investment Fund Act

This act was promulgated in 2001, and was intended to pave the way for the operationalization of Namibia’s Environmental Investment Fund. However complications over capitalization arose and the fund has only become active in 2010. The fund intends to provide support to community-based environmental projects.
