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Guidelines for the review of the draft updated Global Strategy for Plant Conservation
1. This document provides guidance on submitting review comments on the draft of the updated Global Strategy for Plant Conservation (GSPC) for the period 2011-2020. This draft is the result of the third meeting of the Liaison Group on the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation (26 - 28 May 2009, Dublin, Ireland) and subsequent exchanges among the group and is also contained in Annex 2 of the final report of that meeting.  

2. The Liaison Group was conscious of the need to ensure consistency between the updated GSPC and the new Strategic Plan of the Convention, which is still under development. Additional adjustments may therefore be needed as elements of the new Strategic Plan emerge. 

3. Governments, through their CBD, SBSTTA and GSPC Focal Points, are particularly encouraged to participate in this review process. However non-governmental organizations, institutions, members of universities and scientific bodies and individuals are encouraged to submit comments on the draft as well.

b. Please provide full contact information for the individual/government submitting the comments. 
c. Please avoid commenting on issues related to grammar, spelling, or punctuation, unless it affects the overall meaning of the text, as the document will be edited as the final draft is prepared. 
d. To facilitate the revision process please be as specific as possible in your comments In areas where you feel additional or alternative text or information is required please suggest, if possible, what this text may look like or what should be included.
e. If you refer to additional sources of information please include these with your comments when possible or provide a complete reference or hyperlink.
